Notice 
State Pupil Transportation Reimbursement 

Claim – 2007 – 2008 school year 
Beginning November 5, 2007, the Application 
for Determination of a Serious Safety Hazard 
form and instructions will be available from the 
Lake County Regional Superintendent of 
Schools Office.  This form may be downloaded 
at http://www.isbe.net/funding/pdf/safe hazard 
app instruct.pdf or you may contact Kay 
Klemens at 847-543-7833. 
 
This program allows a parent/guardian to 
receive reimbursement for the transportation of 
a school child for distances of less than 1-1/2 
miles when walking constitutes a serious safety 
hazard as determined by the Illinois Department 
of Transportation.  The parent/guardian must 
file an application for each school in which they 
have a student attending when that school is 
less than 1-1/2 miles from the home residence. 
 
Parents/guardians who received verification of 
a safety hazard during the 2004-2005, 2005-
2006 and/or 2006-2007 school years, whose 
children attend the same school and live at the 
same address, do not have to reapply for 
safety hazard verification.  Approvals received 
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for the 2003-2004 school year must reapply this 
year. 
 
Please note: If the student is attending a 
different school or the address of residence has 
changed from when the safety hazard 
application was approved, these conditions are 
considered changes.  Then the parent/guardian 
must reapply for an “Application for 
Determination of Serious Safety Hazard” from 
the Lake County Regional Superintendent of 
Schools Office.  
 
This application must be completed and 
returned no later than February 1, 2008 to the 
Lake County Regional Superintendent of 
Schools Office located on the College of Lake 
County Campus in Grayslake. Do not send it to 
our District Office. 
 
Parent/Guardian Transportation claims for the 
2007-2008 school year are required to be filed 
electronically by our District Office.  If 
parents/guardians receive an approval for the 
safety hazard application they are required to 
complete the transportation claim form 
(verification process) at the Hawthorn School 
District Office before June 30, 2008. Notification 
with beginning dates of when the verification 
process will begin will be published on our web 
site and in your school newsletter in late 
February or early March. If you have any further 
questions, please contact Gloria Bentzen in the 
District Office at 847-990-4223.
